SPIRITUAL GIFTS are distinctive abilities given to each believer when they 
receive the baptism of the Holy Spirit, to be used to minister to others and 
build up the Body of Christ. Some of these gifts are supernatural (operated 
only under the influence of God’s Spirit), while others are natural abilities 
enhanced by God’s Spirit. 
 

The Bible does not lock us into tight restrictions as to the number of spiritual 
gifts, or even their definitions. The major listings of gifts given to the church 
are found in:  1 Corinthians 12:1-11, 1 Corinthians 12:27-31, Ephesians 
4:11-12, Romans 12:3-8, 1 Corinthians 7:7-9, 1 Peter 4:9-11. But remember 
that the lists of spiritual gifts appearing in the New Testament are exemplary 
lists, not exhaustive lists.
