Proverbs 20:21 (KJV) An inheritance may be gotten hastily at the beginning; but the end
thereof shall not be blessed.

John 8:34-36 (MSG) Jesus said, "l tell you most solemnly that anyone who chooses a life
of sin is trapped in a dead-end life and is, in fact, a slave. A slave is a transient, who can't
come and go at will. The Son, though, has an established position, the run of the house.
So if the Son sets you free, you are free through and through. *
